SOUTH PHOENIX REGIONAL PARTNERSHIP COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

1. CALLTO ORDER: The Special meeting of the First Things First South Phoenix Regional Partnership Council;
Arizona Early Childhood Development and Health Board was held on Tuesday, May 8, 2012 at the University of
Arizona Cooperative Extension in the Ocotillo Room. Chair James Washington called the meeting to order at 11:04
am.

A brief introduction of Council, staff, and members of the public took place.

2. CONSENT AGENDA: Provided in Council packets and prior to the meeting by email were the Special meeting
minutes for April 9, 2012.

Motion: Member Robert Donofrio moved to approve the Special meeting minutes of April 9, 2012, second by
Member Jennifer Quillin, all in favor, no discussion; motion carried.

3. CALLTO THE PUBLIC: None

4. ORAL HEALTH: Background information on Oral Health was provided to the Council by Senior Director Tracey
Craig.

Discussion: Member Robert Donofrioc and Member Riann Balch expressed concerns of varnishes being put on
rotten teeth and no follow-up with children that have decaying and rotten teeth. Member Balch would also like to
see the referral piece of the RFGA stronger in both contracts. The Council commended Regional Director Jonathon
Gonzales on all of his work on the Oral Health Strategy and to Member Riann Balch for her help with the Oral
Health Strategy. Chair Washington commended lJonathon for leveraging State resources and for the
reimbursement component.



Senior Director Tracey Craig advised that the follow-up for staff will be to insert a statement in the government
agreement that states the grantee will provide appropriate and timely referrals to care providers consistent with
best practice and consistent with the memorandum of agreement as issued between Maricopa Integrated Health
Systems and Maricopa County Department of Public Health.

Member Jasmine Sanchez arrived at 11:33 am and declared conflict for item #4A and 48, Oral Health.

Motlon: Member Riann Balch moved to approve the Maricopa County Community College government
agreement for the oral health initiative In the amount of one hundred twelve thousand dollars {$112,000.00) with
the addition on the follow-up item for the staff to add a statement in the government agreement that states that
the grantee will provide appropriate and timely referrals to care providers consistent with best practice and
consistent with the memorandum of agreement as issued between Maricopa Integrated Health Systems and
Maricopa County Department of Public Health, second by Member Robert Donofrio; motion carried, Vote = 6 Yes;
1 Abstain.

Motion; Member Robert Donofrio moved to approve the Arizona Department of Health Services government
agreement in the amount of four hundred thirty thousand doltars ($430,000.00) for oral health with the addition of
on the follow-up item for the staff to add a statement in the government agreement that states that the grantee
will provide appropriate and timely referrals to care providers consistent with best practice and consistent with the
memorandum of agreement as issued between Maricopa Integrated Health Systems and Maricopa County
Department of Public Health, second by Member Karen Stewart; motion carried, Vote = 6 Yes; 1 Abstain.

5. GOVERNANCE POLICY FIRST READING PROPQSAL: The Governance Policy was adopted by the South Phoenix
Regional Partnership Council on May 20, 2008. According to the policy, the Chair and Vice Chair elections are to
take place at the first regular meeting of the Councl following May 1% of each year from appointed Members. The
election is to take place at the May Council meeting, but because of the timing of both the selection of appointed
Council members and the First Things First Board Meeting, the Council may wish to consider an amendment to the
Governance Policy stating that the election will take place at the August Council meeting.

Discussion: Jennifer Quillin — why did this come up (the change to the governance policy?): Because of the six
vacant seats and the limited number of people to choose from for Chair and Vice Chair. Robert Donofrio; Would
tike to see the choices for the election done from seasoned members. Dr. Donofrio also advised the Council that
there are a lot of meetings beyond the monthly Council meetings that the Chair and Vice Chair must attend.
Member Donofrio also suggested that the Chair position could be changed to a two year term, and the Vice Chair
could become the Chair after the two year term Is served. Karen Stewart: Suggested putting in writing that a
Member shoutd serve for a certain amount of time before they are eligible to apply as an officer. Member Stewart
also suggested clarification on when the Chair and Vice Chair would take office; either the meeting they are
elected at, or the subsequent meeting.

The Councll directed Staff to follow up with legal Counse! to determine if another reading of the Governance Policy
will be required with the additional suggestions above from the Council before voting on the Governance Policy.
Staff wilt also work on the language for the suggested updates to the Governance Policy.

9. COUNCIL MEMBER/STAFF MEMBER UPDATES: Senior Director Tracey Cralg Introduced Community Outreach
Coordinator Rana Simms as the new Interim Regional Director while Jonathon is attending Army Basic Training,

Member Donofrio asked what will happen in the meantime with the cutreach position. Rana advised that a
consultant has been hired. Rana will meet with the consultant once a week, and he has been provided Rana’s
calendar. Member Balch thanked Rana for serving as a member of the City of Phoenix Head-Start Policy Council.
Chair Washington thanked Rana for her service in different capacities to the South Phoenix Region first as a
grantee, then the Outreach Coordinator, and now as Interim Director. Tracey also informed the Council that this
will be her fast day as she Is moving to ADHS as thelr Bureau Chief for Contract Compliance. Both Rana and Tracey
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were thanked for their service. Council: Member Jennifer Quillin provided an update on her recent Smart Support
Conference participation in North Carolina.

Member Kristi Langley-Wells joined the meeting by phone at 12:13 pm.

Chair Washington advised the Staff and public that the Council may go into executive session and that only public
and staff necessary for the executive session may participate. Members of the public were advised that the
remalning ltems on the agenda will be discussed in executive session.

Motion: Member Karen Stewart moved to go into executive session, second by Member Jasmine Sanchez, all in
favor, no discussion; motion carried. Council Members in executive session at 12:15 pm.

Motion: Member Robert Donofrio moved to close executive session, second by Member Karen Stewart, all in
favor, no discussion; motion carried. Council re-convened into regular session at 12:35 pm.

7. FAMILY RESOURCE CENTER REVIEW COMMITTEE RECOMMENBATIONS: Vice Chair Patty Merk declared
conflict. Member Robert Donofrio moved to accept the review committee recommendations to further include
and explore the possibility of working with the Arizona Supreme Court and Juvenile Court Administration and
pending any outstanding clarifications for RFGA FTF-RC014-13-0380-00, second by Member Karen Stewart, all in
favor, no discussion; motion carried. Vote =7 Yes; 1 Abstaln. Senior Director Tracey Cralg made a point of
clarification that the RFGA is separate from the work with the Arizona Supreme Court and Juvenile Court
Administration.

Motion: Member Robert Donofrio moved to go into executive session, second by Member Karen Stewart, all in
favor, no discussion; motion carried.

8. PRENATAL REVIEW COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS: Member Jasmine Sanchez declared confiict. Member
Riann Balch moved to accept the review committee recommendations for Prenatal Qutreach, RFGA FTF-RC014-13-
0378-00, second by Member Riann Balch, all in favor, no discussion; motion carried.

Vote= 7 Yes; 1 Abstain.

6. HOME VISITATION REVIEW COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS: Vice Chair Patty Merk Member Robert
Donofrio, and Member Jasmine Sanchez declared conflict. Member Due to the three members of the Council
declaring conflict, and Member Shivers having conflict and not present at the current meeting, the rule of
impossibitity was called and all Members of the Council present were able to participate in the discussion and vote
for Home Visitation. Member Robert Donofrio requested clarification on the two models that he had a meeting
where it was said that the South Phoenix Council only wanted to use two models: Parents As Teachers and Nurse
Family Partnership. Senior Director Craig advised that the clarifications were provided all throughout the RFGA
process and no other models were entertained.

Mation: Jennifer Quillin moved to approve the review commitiee recommendations for Home Visitation RFGA
FTF-RC014-13-0371-00, second by Member Riann Balch, no further discussion; motion carried. Vote =7 Yes; 1 No.
