Healthy Steps 

Successes reported: 

“As the relationships with the primary providers I work with continue to develop, collateral relationships 
within the clinic staff are beginning to blossom and other providers are taking advantage of the presence of a 
Healthy Steps Specialist to bring me into their well visits and integrate the program with their patients.  This 
includes the MA’s, the RN’s and front office staff who often take the initiative to call me to see if I can adjust 
my schedule to visit with a patient that just came into the office.    
 

Also I am finding that the work areas and display areas I leave behind to advertise Healthy Steps programs can 
have a positive effect on outside providers visiting the clinics.  For example, in Holbrook there is an OBGYN 
staff that visits every Thursday and they have been impressed by the ROR program and the well child visits to 
the extent that they are talking with the clinic manager about these programs and are referring their patients 
to the clinic for future well child visits.” 

 

 

Oral Health and Dental Varnish 

Status/Success: 

“Navajo County Public Health FTF Oral Health program completed screenings on 435 children this quarter 

and 420 fluoride varnish applications at 24 sites.  Of those 435 children screened, 5 were over the age of 6 

and were not provided with fluoride varnish.  In addition, 16 of the 435 children screened were a 2nd 

assessment and then received a 2nd application of varnish.  They previously received a fluoride application in 

the January-March quarter.  

 

For the fiscal year, Navajo County FTF Oral Health program completed a total of 561 screenings and 544 

fluoride varnish applications at 30 sites.”  

 
Community Based Training 

Status: 

“The Instructional Support Dept at NPC provided a demonstration for NPC staff re: the use of the flip and flip 

slide camcorders over the use of web cam equipment for taping training sessions and creating DVDs of 

trainings to allow trainings to be viewed by others. The decision was made to purchase the flip/flip slide 

camcorders.  Lap top has capability of recording content on DVDs.”
