What is the Central Phoenix, North Phoenix, South Phoenix and Southwest Maricopa Regional Partnership Councils Friend, Family and Neighbor Care Providers Grant Program? 

The Regional Partnership Councils from Central Phoenix, North Phoenix, South Phoenix and Southwest Maricopa have identified the need for regional implementation of strategies that:

· Provide outreach and training that will increase or improve skills for home-based, lawfully unregulated, early care and education providers who care for children of family, friends and neighbors.

· Build capacity by encouraging and supporting appropriate regulation of Family, Friend and Neighbor care providers for those providers who voluntarily request to become regulated.

· Provide support for, and increase the quality of Family, Friend and Neighbor care providers by providing information, materials, and equipment that support children’s health, safety, and early development.

· Increase the access and availability of training to Family, Friend and Neighbor care providers in the community.

Applicants may apply to provide services in one or more regions.  One or more Applicants may be awarded contracts under this grant opportunity.

What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

A total of approximately $500,000 is available for award for the Central Phoenix area with the expectation that one or multiple awards may be made.  Of this total, $25,000 is to be utilized for mini-grants/home improvement grants, with the remainder to support a minimum of 19 training sessions. A total of approximately $250,000 is available for award for the North Phoenix area with the expectation that one or multiple awards may be made.  Of this total, $25,000 is to be utilized for mini-grants/home improvement grants, with the remainder to support a minimum of nine training sessions. A total of approximately $400,000 is available for award for the South Phoenix area with the expectation that one or multiple awards may be made.  Of this total, $25,000 is to be utilized for mini-grants/home improvement grants, with the remainder to support a minimum of 15 training sessions. A total of approximately $147,000 is available for award for the Southwest Maricopa area with approximately $21,000 targeted for each of the seven communities identified.  It is expected that one award will be made to provide services in this Region and the successful Applicant must demonstrate capacity to serve all seven of the identified areas in the Southwest Maricopa Region. There is no expectation that mini-grants/home improvement grants will be awarded in this region. Contract renewal will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.
The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be October 1, 2009 - to June 30, 2010.
