What is the Gila River Indian Community Regional Partnership Council Grants Program to Expand Summer Pre-Kindergarten? 

First Things First Gila River Indian Community Regional Partnership Council has identified the need to increase the number of quality school-based, Pre-Kindergarten summer transition program slots for children ages four to five who are eligible for Kindergarten the following fall.  Funding for slots will occur at elementary schools in the region, where expansion of current capacity is possible, and where enrollment in quality early care and education programs is limited.    

Applicants will be responsible for implementing a four week summer transition to Kindergarten program in elementary schools, identify the curriculum that will be used for the proposed program, as well as describe staff qualifications supervision, and training that will support successful implement of the grant, and should also identify outreach and recruitment activities which will be used to reach children who have had no preschool center based experiences prior to Kindergarten. 

What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

Approximately $51,281.00 is available in this Request for Grant Applications.  Contract renewal will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.

The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be September 1, 2009 - to June 30, 2010.
