What is the First Things First North Phoenix Regional Partnership Council Family Resource Centers Grant Program?

The North Phoenix Regional Partnership Council has identified the need to expand community Family Resource Centers to better provide families with access to information, education and support necessary to strengthen family and community life as well as enhance the healthy growth and development of children.  
What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

This is a five (5) month contract for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2011 with an option for renewal for two (2), twelve (12) month periods.  Total funds available on an annual basis are expected to be approximately $400,000.  A prorated amount of approximately $165,000 will be available for the first five (5) month funding period.  Multiple awards are expected to be made.  Contract renewal will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.

The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be February 1, 2011 - to June 30, 2011 for the first contract period and July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012 for the second contract period.
