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What is the intent of this funding opportunity? 
First Things First Pinal Regional Partnership Council is releasing a Request for Grant Application to fund sensory screening programs. 

The Pinal Regional Partnership Council has identified the need for regional implementation of the following strategies:  

· Increase children’s access to preventative health care by providing sensory screenings 

· Inform parents and childcare providers about the importance of preventive health care for children ages birth through five, and conduct outreach to connect families to medical homes.

The intended target population of this funding opportunity, through the vision and hearing screening is children birth through age five who reside within the Pinal Region.  Education and referrals associated with this strategy would target parents and childcare providers.  The programs should target all communities within the region with priority given to programs that will expand/implement preventative health screening services to the Ak-Chin Tribal Community.  Expected services numbers are 5,417 children birth through age five.   

What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

The total available funding for the period from May 1, 2010 – June 30, 2011 (14 months) is approximately $234,000.  Requested funding must be proposed for two contract periods including a two (2) month contract from May 1 through June 30, 2010 and a twelve (12) month contract from July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011. The estimate of funding that is available for the 2-month contract period is approximately $34,000 with the amount estimated for the 12-month portion beginning on July 1, 2010 being approximately $200,000.  One or multiple awards may be made.
