The First Things First Yuma Regional Partnership Council would like to ensure that every family of children birth to five years of age has the information and support they need to be effective parents and promote the healthy development of their children.  As part of the regional needs and assets process, focus groups were conducted and information collected highlights the gap available in the regional area for resources and critical supports around health development for children.

Successful parent outreach and education programs help parents acquire and internalize parenting and problem solving skills necessary to build a healthy family and promote the healthy development and brain development of their children.  Protective factors, which benefit both parents and children, that occur as a result of effective parenting education include nurturing and attachment, knowledge of parenting and of child development, parental resilience, and social connections and support for parents.

What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

Approximately $741,586 is available in this Request for Grant Application.  Contract renewal will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.

The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010.
