Special Meeting
Pursuant to A.R.S. §8-1194 (A) and A.R.S. §38-431.02, notice is hereby given to the members of the First Things First - Arizona Early Childhood Development & Health Board, San Carlos Apache Regional Partnership Council and to the general public that the Council will hold a special meeting open to the public on Monday, December 1, 2008 at 3:00 p.m. at the First Things First Regional Office located at 1600 E. Ash Street, Suite #2, Globe, Arizona 85501.  Some members of the Council may elect to attend telephonically.
The purpose of the meeting is to ratify an action of the San Carlos Apache Regional Partnership Council that may have been taken in violation of the Open Meeting Law.

The action involved: The San Carlos Apache Regional Partnership Council held a regular meeting on November 24, 2008.  This meeting contained a reconsideration vote of the San Carlos Apache Regional Funding plan.  Prior to this meeting one Council Member informed First Things First staff via email of her possible conflict of interest and her intention to recuse herself from the reconsideration vote to occur on November 24, 2008.  However, at the time of the meeting, the member in question was not in attendance to formally state her conflict of interest and recusal.  
On November 24, during the reconsideration vote, five present Regional Partnership Council members declared possible conflicts of interests and recused themselves from the vote for the record.  Given the email notification provided by the absent member, it appeared to the staff and the Council that a quorum of the Council had declared a possible conflict of interest and accordingly recused themselves from voting on this item.  Therefore, the Council proceeded with a vote under the Rule of Impossibility.  Although it was the intention of six of the San Carlos Apache Regional Partnership Council to recuse themselves from the reconsideration vote, only five of the six were present to officially declare their intentions.  

Therefore, the Council will act to ratify this item from the November 24, 2008 agenda.

The public may obtain a detailed written description of the action to be ratified, and all deliberations, consultations, and decisions by members of the public body that proceeded and relate to this action to be ratified at 1600 E. Ash Street, Suite #2, Globe, Arizona  85501, 928-425-8172 from 8-5, 72 hours prior to the meeting.
